purest forms. Graduating in 1985 from the prestigious Diisseldorf 5
Art Academy, where over the years talents such as Joseph Beuys, Gerhard
Richter, Anselm Kiefer, Thomas Ruff, and Andreas Gursky taught and
studied, Karl, of Austrian origin, moved to Italy in 2008 and for some years
now has chosen Lucca as his ideal place.

Nobilis Pictor is his second personal exhibition in Italy and the fifth
exhibition produced by Exit Lucca, a non-profit cultural association
founded by Leopoldina Pallotta della Torre, which since 2011 has given its
support to the presence of contemporary art in a historical residence.

Following the opening on 11/12 May, other art events followed: in
Carignano, a talk about the work of Karl Béhmer by the curator and art
historian Paolo Bolpagni in dialogue
with the architect Fabrizio Arrigoni,
and on 17 May, Berenice Kriiger
reading some of the beautiful pages
dedicated to Lucca and Tuscany that
Bohmer has been writing for many §
years. On the final weekend of the
exhibition at Villa al Console, on
Saturday 25 May the Florentine
pianist Gregorio Nardi performed
Sonate by Robert Schumann, Franz |
Schubert, and Frederic Chopin, and
Scherziby Gyorgy Kurtag.
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
